WORK HOURS SHALL BE RESTRICTED TO 8:00 AM — 4:00 PM UNLESS APPROVED
OTHERWISE (HIGH VOLUME STREETS 9:00 AM — 3:00 PM). ARTERIAL STREETS

MAY REQUIRE NIGHT WORK. ALL NIGHT WORK WILL REQUIRE WRITTEN APPROVAL
FROM THE TRANSPORTATION DIVISION. LANE CLOSURES, ROAD CLOSURES, AND
TRAFFIC SIGNAL MODIFICATIONS ASSOCIATED WITH OVERNIGHT CONSTRUCTION
ACTIVITIES WILL REQUIRE WARNING SIGNS TO BE PLACED AT LEAST ONE WEEK IN
ADVANCE OF STARTING CONSTRUCTION.

PEDESTRIAN CONTROLS WILL BE PROVIDED AS SHOWN.

PEDESTRIANS SHALL BE PROTECTED FROM ENTERING THE EXCAVATION BY
PHYSICAL BARRIERS DESIGNED, INSTALLED, AND MAINTAINED TO THE

SATISFACTION OF THE CITY ENGINEER.

TEMPORARY "NO PARKING/TOW AWAY" SIGNS STATING THE DATE AND TIME OF
PROHIBITION WILL BE POSTED 48 HOURS PRIOR TO COMMENCING WORK. CALL
PARKING ENFORCEMENT AT (760) 435-5195 TO VALIDATE POSTING.

ACCESS WILL BE MAINTAINED TO ALL DRIVEWAYS UNLESS OTHER ARRANGEMENTS
ARE MADE.

TRENCHES ARE TO BE BACKFILLED OR PLATED DURING NON—WORKING HOURS.
TRENCH PLATES SHALL BE NON-SKID SURFACE AND ARE TO LAP TRENCH BY

12" ON EACH SIDE. THE CONTRACTOR MUST PROVIDE ASPHALT RAMP AND SIGNAGE
DENOTING "TRENCH PLATE AHEAD” FOR ONCOMING TRAFFIC.

STRIPING WILL BE REPLACED BY THE CONTRACTOR WITHIN 24 HOURS, IF

REMOVED OR DAMAGED (OR REPLACED WITH TEMPORARY TAPE).

TRAFFIC SIGNALS SHALL REMAIN FULLY ACTUATED AT ALL TIMES, UNLESS
OTHERWISE APPROVED BY THE CITY ENGINEER OR HIS REPRESENTATIVE. IF TRAFFIC
SIGNAL LOOP DETECTORS ARE RENDERED INOPERATIVE BY THE PROPOSED WORK FOR

MORE THAN FIVE (5) DAYS, VIDEO DETECTION SHALL BE USED TO PROVIDE ACTUATION.

FLAGGERS SHALL BE EQUIPPED WITH A WHITE HARD HAT, A REFLECTIVE VEST,
AND A "STOP/SLOW" PADDLE ON A 5 FOOT STAFF AND SHALL BE TRAINED

IN THE PROPER FUNDAMENTALS OF FLAGGING TRAFFIC.

ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES MUST BE MAINTAINED 24 HOURS A DAY, 7 DAYS
PER WEEK, BY THE CONTRACTOR.

ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CALIFORNIA
MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES (CA MUTCD).

(ASK FOR MR. KRUGER) AT LEAST 72 HOURS IN ADVANCE OF STARTING WORK.

3. ALL ADVANCE WARNING SIGN INSTALLATIONS SHALL
BE EQUIPPED WITH FLAGS FOR DAYTIME CLOSURES
OF ALL MAJOR AND PRIME ARTERIALS.

FLASHING BEACONS SHALL BE USED DURING
NIGHT LANE CLOSURES.

4. A 620-2 "END ROAD WORK’ SIGN SHALL BE PLACED
AT THE END OF THE LANE CLOSURE UNLESS THE
END OF THE WORK AREA IS OBVIOUS, OR ENDS
WITHIN A LARGER PROJECT LIMITS.

5. ALL CONES USED FOR NIGHT LANE CLOSURES SHALL
BE ILLUMINATED TRAFFIC CONES OR FITTED WITH
13" REFLECTIVE SLEEVES.

6. FLASHING ARROW SIGNS SHALL BE USED PER CA MUTCD.
SILENT TYPE SHALL BE USED IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS.

7. THE MAXIMUM SPACING BETWEEN CONES IN A TAPER
OR A TANGENT SHALL BE APPROXIMATELY AS
SHOWN IN TABLE 1.

8. ADDITIONAL ADVANCE FLAGGERS SHALL BE
REQUIRED WHEN TRAFFIC QUEUES DEVELOP.
FLAGGER STATIONS FOR WORK AT NIGHT SHALL BE
ILLUMINATED AS NOTED IN SECTION 66.20 OF THE
CA MUTCD.

9. PLACE €30 (CA) "LANE CLOSED” SIGN AT 500°-1000"

INTERVALS THROUGHOUT EXTENDED WORK AREAS.

. ALL REQUIRED SIGNS THAT ARE TO BE LEFT IN
PLACE OVER A WEEKEND OR HOLIDAY SHALL BE
POST MOUNTED.

CONTROL PLANS (LAST UPDATED IN 2006).

STRIPING, ROADWAY WIDTHS, ETC.

o INDICATE POSTED SPEED LIMIT AND CRITICAL SPEED LIMIT.

o INDICATE LOCATIONS OF CONSTRUCTION SIGNS, LABEL TAPERS LENGTHS|
DISTANCES BETWEEN SIGNS AND CONES, AND BUFFER DISTANCES.
