SUBJECT: ADOPT A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING ALL-WAY STOP CONTROLS
AT THE INTERSECTION OF DARWIN DRIVE AND PEACOCK
BOULEVARD

SYNOPSIS
Staff and the Transportation Commission recommend that the City Council adopt a
resolution establishing all-way stop controls at the intersection of Darwin Drive and

Peacock Boulevard.

BACKGROUND

Staff received a request from a resident on Darwin Drive for an all-way stop on Darwin
Drive at Peacock Boulevard. Other residents of the neighborhood have also previously
requested speed cushions and/or stop signs at this location over the past several years
(Attachment 1).

ANALYSIS

Darwin Drive is a local collector street that connects the residential neighborhood with
North Santa Fe Avenue. The speed limit on Darwin Drive is 30 MPH with an average
daily traffic count of 1,300 vehicles per day. The critical speed (the speed at which 85
percent of vehicles are traveling, or below) on Darwin Drive for northbound traffic is 32
MPH and southbound traffic is 33 MPH.

Peacock Boulevard is a local collector that connects the neighborhood with Oceanside
Boulevard. The speed limit on Peacock Boulevard is 30 MPH with an average daily
traffic count of 800 vehicles per day with Peacock Boulevard traffic currently controlled
by a stop sign at Darwin Drive. The intersection of Darwin Drive and Peacock
Boulevard is a 3-way intersection. The intersection is located on a mild vertical and
horizontal curve which restricts sight distance but still meets minimum standards. An
all-way stop will aid residents trying to back out of their driveways in this area.

Accident history was reviewed and there have not been any reported accidents in the
last three years. Residents stated there have been several accidents just north of



Peacock Boulevard that were not reported. The Police Department only reports
accidents when there has been an injury or the vehicle is towed away.

FISCAL IMPACT

The cost of installing the stop signs is approximately $400 with an increase in annual
maintenance of two work hours.

COMMISSION OR COMMITTEE REPORT

At their September 18, 2007 meeting, the Transportation Commission reviewed and
approved the proposed stop controls.

CITY ATTORNEY’S ANALYSIS

The referenced documents have been reviewed by the City Attorney and approved as
to form.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff and the Transportation Commission recommend that the City Council adopt a
resolution establishing all-way stop controls at the intersection of Darwin Drive and
Peacock Boulevard.

Dear Mr. Tisdale,

Thank you again for taking the time to meet with a few Homeowners to

discuss our concerns about the traffic situation on Darwin Drive. As requested,
I have listed items of concern that we discussed:

I Reasons for new Traffic Controls Urgently Needed on Darwin Drive
A. Darwin Drive has and is continuously adding new housing, which has
increased the traffic significantly.
B. Temple Heights Elementary School (THES) has increased automobile traffic
and foot traffic in and around surrounding areas. This has incurred small children
walking to school and utilizing cross-walks and congestion in and around the
school during drop off & pick up of children.
C. Excessive Speeding down the hill on Darwin Drive.
D. Speeding Autos hitting neighborhood Animals.
E. Speeding Autos making it difficult to drive out of the driveway onto Darwin
Drive. '
F. Drivers threatening pedestrians crossing Darwin Drive by increasing their
speed or swerving at pedestrians.
G. Increased traffic (coming through Peacock Hills) due to more traffic trying to
get around the gridlock on College Blvd.

II. Devices Urgently needed on Darwin Drive to ensure better traffic speed
and control including suggested placement of Devices
A. Stop sign located at Peacock and Darwin Drive, beginning the downhill slope.
B. Two sets of Speed Bumps located where the Traffic division had originally
planned to put them. (Speed Bumps were written out on asphalt).
C. More Speed Limit signs posted where they can be seen clearly.
Signs that say:
Slow down children at play & Slow down school area.

D. Lower speed limit from 30 to 25.

E. Stop Sign on Darwin Drive and So. Santa Fe. Because of the bend and the
speed which people drive on this street, it is nearly impossible to get out.
Two deaths have already occurred at that corner.
