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left-turns from Douglas Drive to Rainier Way for safety considerations.  It should be 
noted that the Condominiums lie south and east of the Apartments along Brisbane 
Way, between the site and the Old River Street neighbors. 
  
The residents located along Old River Street have complained of parking 
encroachment along Old River Street, and offered the observations of pedestrians 
crossing east/west across Douglas Drive as evidence. Figure 3 shows the relative 
locations of the Apartments, the Condominiums, and the Old River Street residential 
neighborhood to one another.  
 
The City of Oceanside is compelled to address the issue as it expects that the 
expansion project will have difficulty with the discretionary review process unless the 
Old River Street homeowners’ issues are addressed.  To that end, the City has defined 
a specific scope of work to prepare a parking study that determines how both 
Condominium and Apartments-users are parking in the vicinity.  This is discussed in 
detail in the following section. 
 
Finally, it should be noted that the Apartments’ parking existing policy is first-
come/first-served throughout the site.  LLG observed signage on-site indicating that 
covered parking is for residents only; however there are currently no permit 
requirements for residents or guests, and there are no numbered parking assignations 
or other parking control measures in formal effect.  By contrast, the Condominium 
site’s parking is restricted with both signage and pavement markings. Parking 
throughout the study area in the Condominiums is clearly defined as “Reserved”, 
“Visitor” or disabled. Permits appear to be required for either reserved or visitor 
parking.  
 
III. Methodology 

The primary goal of the evaluation is to confirm if residents from the west side of 
Douglas Drive are parking on Old River Street, and if so, which residents (either 
Apartments and/or Condominiums) and why.  This was accomplished by conducting 
parking occupancy counts at all three locations during prescribed weekday and weekend 
time periods. The City requested that the 6 a.m. to 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. to 9 p.m. periods be 
counted, which it considered peak parking utilization periods for these uses.   
 
The City also requested that the Apartments site be divided up and organized into zones, 
so that any observed parking surpluses or deficits could be identified geographically.  
LLG divided the site into 13 zones, based on logical breaks in parking and on-site 
circulation.  Similarly, the Condominiums were divided into 2 zone representing the 
westerly and easterly wings of the development.  Figure 4 shows the parking zones.   
 
The parking supply for each zone was observed and annotated, and then occupancy 
counts were conducted during the prescribed periods listed above at 30 minute intervals. 
The results of the parking occupancy counts are contained in Appendix A at the end of 
this report.  
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Finally, pedestrian counts were requested for the same peak periods at two locations:  
1) the Douglas Drive/ Old River Street signalized intersection and 2) the north-south 
pedestrian connection between Ranier Way and Brisbane Way, on the western side of 
each site. The results of the pedestrian counts are summarized later in this report. 
 
IV. Results and Observations 

Parking Observations – Overall Supply and Demand 
Table 1 shows a summary of the overall parking supply and demand for the three 
locations under study.  This table shows that the overall maximum observed demand is 
never more than 85% (Apartments, Saturday, AM), which indicates that overall parking 
supply is appropriate for the overall demand at each location.

Parking Observations – Localized Supply and Demand (Apartments) 
As discussed above, the parking supply for the Apartments was divided into zones to 
allow for a more granular review of parking demand, based on the geographic proximity 
to the Old River Street/Douglas Drive intersection.  If parking demand was observed to 
be at maximum capacity for Zones 3, 4, 5 & 6, it would be logical to conclude that 
latent, unserved  demand may be inclined to park on Old River Street and cross at the 
intersection, or perhaps park in the Condominiums and cross at the westerly walkway. 
 
Table 2 shows a summary of the localized parking supply and demand for the four 
zones most proximate to the Old River Street/Douglas Drive intersection. This table 
shows that at each of these four locations, both weekday and Saturday occupancy is 
higher than that of the overall site (see Table 1).  The maximum average occupancy of 
these local areas is 92% (Saturday, AM), as compared to 85% for the overall site.  
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However, for the other three study periods, the occupancy ranges from 67% - 89%, 
which does not indicate an endemic shortage of parking in this local area.

Parking Observations – Localized Supply and Demand (Condominiums) 
The Condominiums lie generally along a westerly (west side) and northerly (east side) 
orientation.  By their nature, they provide on-site parking in private garages attached to 
each unit, and it is assumed that the homeowner’s association diligently polices its 
residents to ensure that garage spaces is used for parking of resident vehicles and not as 
storage.  Thus, the “on-street” parking discussed above is presumably for additional 
resident vehicles (“Reserved”), for permitted visitors (“Visitor”) and for disabled 
drivers, as marked.   
 
The west wing of the Condominiums provides linear on-street parking, between the 
Apartments and the Condominiums, which single load the street along the north side.  
Visitor spaces are interspersed with reserved spaces, and primarily centered in the linear 
parking field.   
 
The east wing is double-loaded with units on the east and west sides, resulting in a very 
limited amount of reserved parking provided in a small lot about halfway up the street. 
Effectively, the east wing appears to have twice the density with less than half the on-
street parking as compared to the west wing. There is no visitor parking provided near 
any of the 12 building located along the east side (north-south oriented) wing.   
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Table 3 shows a summary of the parking supply and demand for the two wings of the 
Brisbane Condominiums.  This table shows that occupancy for the reserved spaces is 
between 50% and 76%. Interestingly, the occupancy for the visitor spaces is relatively 
low: between 5% and 57%.

Parking Observations – Localized Supply and Demand (Old River Street) 
Old River Street runs east/west for approximately 850 feet from Douglas Drive to where 
it turns northward.  There are twelve (12) homes that have driveway frontage to this 
segment of Old River Street, and the curbside parking supply was determined by 
estimating the number of vehicles that could be accommodate on both sides of the street 
assuming approximately 25 feet/vehicle.   
 
Table 3 shows a summary of the parking supply and demand for both sides of Old River 
Street for the extents discussed above.  This table shows that occupancy ranges from 
36% to 76% on a weekday, to 57% to 94% on a Saturday.  It should be noted that the 
occupancy for the north side of the street is higher in all periods as compared to the 
south side of the street.

Pedestrian Observations  
The City requested that pedestrian counts be conducted concurrent with the parking 
occupancy counts at the two locations discussed above: 1) the westerly walkway 
connecting the Apartments and the Condominiums, and 2) the signalized Old River 
Street/Douglas Drive intersection.  
 
There is a substantial retail node at the North River Road/Douglas Drive intersection 
located to the north of the study area. There are also large housing developments located 
directly south of the San Luis Rey River (south of the study area), as well as the San 
Luis Rey River trail. The Old River Street/Douglas Drive signalized intersection 
provides the most convenient pedestrian crossing for local residents destined to/from the 
retail uses to the north, and/or the residential/recreational uses to the south.  To account 
for the potential for these “other pedestrian trips”, a third observation was made of along 
Old River Street, looking directly east from Douglas Drive.  This observation most 
clearly illustrates how many crossings at the intersection had an origin/destination in the 
neighborhood in question.  
 
Table 5 shows a summary of the total crossing observed at the three study locations. 
This table shows that for the westerly walkway, the weekday PM period saw the highest 
number of crossings between the Apartments and the Condominiums. Saturday 
crossings were substantially lower in both periods.   
 
At the subject intersection, there were more pedestrians observed on Old River Street 
east of the intersection than crossing the intersection itself for 3 of the 4 time periods. 
This may indicate that pedestrians had previously parked, then walked to locations other 
than the apartments or condominiums (such as the San Luis Rey River trail).

Observations were also conducted at the Rainer Way/Brisbane Way intersection to the 
west of the location described above.  The observations at this intersection show how 
and when pedestrians entering/exiting from/to Douglas Drive turn once in the vicinity of 
the Condominiums and the site. Pedestrians traveling to/from Brisbane Way (north and 
south) from Rainer Way are considered to be Condominium-related pedestrian trips.  
 
Pedestrians traveling along Rainer Way (east and west) past Brisbane Way are 
considered to be Apartment-related pedestrian trips. Table 6 shows a summary of the 
total crossing observed at this intersection. This table shows that during the weekday 
periods, more AM trips (in or out) were associated with the Condominiums than were 
with the Apartments. However, PM trips (in and out) were higher for the Apartments.  
 
During the Saturday periods, more AM trips (in or out) were associated with the 
Apartments, while PM trips (in and out) were higher for the Condominiums.  
Ultimately, the data doesn’t conclusively show if/how either Apartment or 
Condominium users may be using parking on Old River Street in lieu of parking in their 
respective developments.

V. Conclusions 

Upon review of the overall and localized parking occupancy results, as well as the 
pedestrian crossing activity, LLG has the following conclusions: 
 
Old River Street 
Parking occupancy on Old River Street falls within the typical range expected for any 
land use.  There is no indication from the occupancy counts on Old River Street that 
excessive or problematic encroachment is occurring directly because of parking 
shortcomings at either the Apartments or the Condominiums. Specifically, weekday 
period occupancy is relatively low (<80%). For example, were systemic parking 
shortcomings occurring at the Apartments sufficient to result in offsite encroachment, 
both the Apartments and Old River Street would be expected to show higher than the 
±80% occupancy observed.  Even disaggregating the Apartments to observe only the 
proximate zones to Old River Street, these zones show occupancy in the acceptable 70-
90 percent range, indicating sufficient parking.  
 
Of note is that the eastbound parking occupancy on Old River Street is lower in all cases 
than the westbound parking occupancy.  Were residents from either the apartments or 
condominiums encroaching on Old River Street, they would primarily be entering the 
neighborhood traveling eastbound, presumably seeking the most convenient parking 
which would be oriented in that direction.  As this is not observed, it does not support 
the assertion that parking encroachment from across Douglas Drive is excessive on Old 
River Street.  
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Riverview Springs Apartments 
The data shows that the Apartments are sufficiently parked for the demand they generate 
at the unit occupancy occurring at the time of the data collection.  This would be 
expected to continue with the development of the additional units, if parked at the same 
general ratio.  Overall, the site’s parking occupancy ranges from 70 to 85 percent, with 
localized parking occupancy nearest the subject intersection ranging more broadly from 
65 to 95 percent. Given the generous parking regulations (e.g. no permits, unassigned 
parking, etc.), there does not appear to be an issue with residents or guests needing to 
encroach in offsite parking either in the Condominiums or on Old River Street.  
 
It is also worth noting that the apartment buildings located closest to Old River Street are 
approximately 750 feet away from the nearest on-street parking there.  Were Riverview 
Springs Apartment patrons inclined to use Old River Street (despite no apparent 
pressure to do so), they would face a minimum 750-foot walk, in addition to the 
inconvenience of waiting for the signal, or else jaywalking across a Major Arterial 
Roadway. They would also be doing the above in lieu of seeking parking elsewhere on-
site to the north, where an abundance of additional parking is available within the same 
750 foot radius (and without signal delay or jaywalking).  The inconvenience of walking 
and crossing Douglas Drive would seem a sufficient disincentive for apartment residents 
and guests to park on Old River Street, assuming there was even a parking shortfall to 
cause this activity in the first place.  
 
Brisbane Condominiums 
The Brisbane condominiums by contrast appear to have a much more rigorous parking 
enforcement program, which is typical of condominium developments where the 
majority of parking is fully expected to occur within the units themselves.  Without 
rigorous enforcement of on-street parking, tenants may tend to use the attached garage 
for storage or other non-parking uses, and instead park their vehicles in the collective 
on-street stalls.  Many condominiums extend this enforcement to guest parking, 
requiring that permits be displayed for guests as well.  
 
The guest parking occupancy for the west wing of the Condominiums was exceptionally 
low; the occupancy range was between 5 and 57 percent. This is in comparison to the 
overall occupancy for both the Apartments and Old River Street which was solidly in 
the 70-80% range. Signs posted on-site appear to indicate that permits are required, even 
for guests.  Depending on if and how such a program is provided, guests may find it 
onerous to the point of encouraging off-site parking.  More importantly, the 12 buildings 
located to the north along Brisbane Drive have no proximate guest parking at all.  Either 
of these phenomena could be sufficient to cause Condominium guests to park offsite.  
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Based on the observations, LLG concludes that: 
 

 Parking availability in the Riverview Springs Apartment Complex is sufficient 
for residents and guests, and would be expected to be sufficient for the additional 
units with the same parking ratios provided; 

 Parking utilization on Old River Street is not maximized, indicating that no 
excessive parking usage is occurring; 

 Guest parking for the Brisbane Apartments is well underutilized where available 
on the west side of the development. On the east side, the 12 buildings oriented 
north-south have no proximate guest parking at all
